He studied at the Seminaty of San Catlos and earned
degrees in civil and canon law at the University of Havana, where he became dean of the Faculty of Philosophy. Cuban
poet and philosopher Jose Marti wrote that Bachiller y Morales was "the pride of Cuba" and had a mind "like an
Alexandtian library."

Presented to a large audience, it was, notes Prest, "[h]astened into print less than a fortnight later as .4 Discourse on the Study
of the Law [and] by late December a London cortespondent claimed to hear Blackstone's lecture 'commended wherever I
go." What one reviewer terms 'this sensible, spirited, and manly exhortation to the study of the law' was reprinted in a
turther thousand copies next year; it also prefaced subsequent editions of the Analysis of the Laws, and eventually the first
volume of the Commentaries."

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* 1. Remembered today as the author of the moral and satirical Narrenschiff (The Ship of Fools), Brant was also a highly
regarded law professor and state official. First published in 1490, and Brant's only original legal work, Expositiones was a
popular, highly regarded introduction to the Conpus Juris Canonici and Corpus Juris Civilis. According to Stintzing-Landsberg,
it is a useful guide to contemporary legal pedagogy in the Holy Roman Empire. Our edition also includes an equally
renowned introductory textbook that Brant held in high regard: Caccialupi's Tractatus de Modo Studendi in Utrogue Inre, which
offers a basic history and outline of Europe's legal systems and advice on study methods.

II. First edition. Probably compiled by a law student or layman, In Usriusque Juris Libros Infroductorinm is an anthology of
works by two great late-medieval jurists. It includes, among other titles, the Modus Legendi Abbreviaturas, a dictionary of
abbreviations, the Ars Notariatus, a handbook on legal drafting, and Flores Legum, a collection of maxims. It also includes,
pethaps as a warning, the Processus Sathana Infernalis Contra Genus Humanum, a legalistic account of Judgment Day (with
Satan as prosecutor). A popular work, it went through several editions during the sixteenth century.

* A fine example of wry law-school humor of the early 1900s by two Harvard law students (both Class of 1902) with time
on their hands. Publication of the periodical was taken up by their successors and issues were published annually until
1905. Articles include "The Personnel of the Siamese Bench of Supreme Judicature," "Why the Law Review Should be
Suppressed-A Symposium," "The Law for Lovers" and "Side-Talks with the Stack Boys."

Brice, the son of lawyer, senator and Democratic National Committee chairman Calvin Stewart Brice, did not go on to a
legal career. Gotthold went on to practice law in New York and served as a judge advocate in the U.S. Army.

Lewis Cass Ledyard, Jr. [1880-1936], a 1903 graduate of Harvard Law School, was a socially prominent New York City
lawyer and philanthropist.

He was invited to organize a law department for the
University of the City of New York, which is now New York University. The department opened in 1838 and Butler was
its leading professor for several years.

* This complete edition of the Corpus Juris Canonici edited by Naldi is based on the Correctores Romani, the official version in
force from 1580 to 1917. It includes a related text: Lancellotti's Institutiones Iuris Canonici, an elementary textbook. This copy
was annotated in French by a teacher, most likely for use in the classroom. The annotations appear to be related to a
course on canon law. The notes on the front endleaves of Volume I, which contain general information about the Cornpus
Juris Canonici, have the heading "Notes Préliminaires a la lecture du droit canon." Most of the annotations are dates for
specific decrees, such as "10 Juillet 511" and cross-references, such as "555=560." There are also some corrections and
underlined passages. A few are interpretive or note historical background. The thumb-tabs mark the books of the Corpus
and their sub-sections. In all, these notes and tabs would have facilitated quick reference in a lecture hall.

He also provides reading lists, advice on personal demeanor and
education preliminary to legal study. Holdsworth said it was the "most notable" book of its kind. As distinguished a jurist
as Coke and Bacon, Doddridge was a counselor of the King's Bench, a setjeant for Prince Henry, solicitor-general, a
member of parliament and the author of five important works, all published posthumously. Sir Daniel Fleming [1633-
1701], the former owner of this copy, was a notable English lawyer, antiquarian, bibliophile and politician.

* Second nineteenth-century edition, the third and final overall. Fulbeck was a bencher at Gray's Inn. First published in
1600 and reissued in 1620, his Direction or Preparative was intended as a vade mecum for aspiting law students. It was "revised
and republished" by Stitling in 1809; the 1829 edition is Stitling's "second edition, revised." The first book of its kind, it
offers a mix of practical information and advice on personal conduct. (For example, he advises students not to study at
night "for when the stomach is full and stuffed with meat, the abundance of humours is carried to the head, where it
sticketh for a time and layeth as it were a lump of lead upon the brain.") For the most part Fulbeck restricts his thoughts
to rhetorical techniques, methods for preparing a case, recommended readings and other topics. Though often read for
amusement, this treatise remains an incomparable guide to English legal education and the legal culture of the Inns of
Court during the Elizabethan era.

* First edition. More ambitious and sophisticated than a typical layman's guide, this anonymous work was cleatly intended
for a well-educated reader or aspiring lawyer. It provides an overview of common, Roman and other legal systems, a
chapter-length law dictionary and an annotated collection of 158 maxims. It is side-noted throughout to passages in books
by such authors as Blackstone, Coke, Hawkins, Littleton, Montesquieu and Pufendorf. This book was teissued in Dublin
in 1791. (It is star-paged to the London edition).

* Sumner, later an eminent statesman and U.S. senator, was the librarian of Harvard's law library when he was a student at
Harvard Law School. His catalogue, the first published by the law school, was preceded in 1826 by an unofficial catalogue
produced by students. The Supplement describes collections of books donated by Samuel Livermore and Joseph Story.
Francis Xavier Dwyer [1902-1987], himself a Harvard graduate (BA 1923, MA 1924) was the librarian of Harvard Law
School from 1931-1941 and, afterwards, a librarian at the Law Library of Congress. He was a colleague and friend of legal
scholar Roscoe Pound.

* This charming class portrait depicts 11 faculty members, 319 students and the law school building. The images of the
students are numbered. Each number corresponds to a name on the list of students below the image. Two are female
(Eva Jane Akers, Mary E. Benson), and six are African American, all men (C.W. Scrutchin, W.C. Swan, L.C. Jones, S.D.
Blair, R.J. Willis, Benjamin F. Lester). A number went on to prominent careers in law. Charles William Scrutchin became a
criminal lawyer practicing in Bemidji, Minnesota, the first Black lawyer to practice in the state outside of Minneapolis.
William C. Swan, Robert J. Willis and Benjamin F. Lester remained in Michigan. All three practiced in Detroit, joining a
number of educated Black people who migrated to the city in the 1880s and 1890s in search of economic, social and
professional opportunity (Katzman).

* Cadwalader was a distinguished Philadelphia lawyer and judge. Deeply interested in legal scholarship and education, he
was vice provost of the Law Academy of Philadelphia from 1833 to 1853.

The substantial 1838 letter is addressed to Thomas Henry Burrowes [1805-1871], the secretary of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania. It begins: "The Jurists as well as the historians of this commonwealth stand in need of a complete edition of
the statutes of Pennsylvania from the time of the settlement of the Province to the period from which the series of
pamphlet laws is now extant." Cadwalader proposes to address this need by producing "an edition of these acts ptior to
1700." He outlines his project, lists a group of manuscripts deposited at the state capital that he would like to consult and
asks Burrowes to allow him to borrow or consult them. The project never came to fruition.

The brief 1833 letter concerns a legal matter. Cadwalader asks his opposing counsel, John Purdon [1784-1835], to furnish
"your client's Books of account and other matters requested." (This letter apparently represented the second such request.)

* Enacted in 1806 and 1808, the Code de Procédure Civile and Code d'Instruction Crininelle are two of the main components of
the legal system established by Napoleon. Compiled by a law student named Cazes, this is a fair copy of notes on lectures
on these codes by Jouvent, a professor of law at the University of Toulouse. Both codes received a good deal of criticism
from the legal community when they appeared. Jouvent's lectures provide a detailed and critical reading of the codes. He
discusses their articles, sheds light on their obscure parts, gives references to case law and, overall, shows students how to
understand and apply them. Jouvent was a lawyer in Montpellier who served as a member of the Council of Five
Hundred, the lower house of the national legislature of France during the Directory, from 1795 to 1799. Appointed to the
Faculty of Law of the University of Toulouse in 1799, was the school's dean from 1805 to 1815 and 1818-1821, the year
of his death.

Our manuscript differs significantly from a digitized set of notes from 1819-1820 held by the Bibliotheque de I'Arsenal of
the University of Toulouse (MS317). The differences show that Jouvent's ideas changed by the time of the Bourbon
Restoration, most likely as a result of his long-term study of the codes, assimilation of the opinions of the legal profession
and appreciation of shifting political conditions in France from 1806 to 1820.
